C. Driver must have a valid driver’s license. Must be 18 years or older to compete.
D. Tire must be street type tire - NO RACING TIRE, NO EXCEPTIONS.

E. One driver only.

F. All drivers must sign an insurance waiver. Dixie Speedway will not be responsible for
any damage or injury.
